In the year ending 30 September 2016, there were 4,480 arson offences recorded. Cause damage by fire comprised 76.3 per cent of all arson offences, with Other fire related offences and
Cause a bushfire offences making up 18.7 and 5.1 per cent respectively. While Cause a bushfire offences only made up 5.1 per cent of all arson offences in the last 12 months, the number
of these offences more than doubled compared to the same time last year, up 129.3 per cent from 99 to 227.

There were 1,397 alleged offender incidents with a principal offence of arson, an increase of 30.8 per cent (n=329). The offender incident rate per 100,000 people is 23.1, a 28.3 per cent
increase compared to the same period last year.
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
